                                                       SHORT HISTORY        
Both CONSTANTA county, and Tulcea county belong to DOBRUDJA - an old region alongside the western  coast of  Pontus Euxinus (The Black Sea) - the places included in this land rank among the oldest of Romania, originating from Greek ancient times.  Tomis-Constanta of today, celebrated in 1991, 2500 years of existence and 2250 years of documentary attestation.

DOBRUDJA’s life   has been evidenced throughout the centuries in close connection with the Romans’ history, as a confluence knot of civilizations, Constanta being the main communication point, at the crossroads between the East and the West. With a background of relative stability at the beginning of Roman-Byzantine age, TOMIS gets new social, economic and cultural spurs, driving to a real development for Constanta city, of the whole region between the Danube and the Black Sea, mainly after Romania’s state independence in 1877, restoring its authority over Dobrudja.

As prevailing relief forms, one can notice the low altitude tableland structure, as well as natural lakes and marine lagoons (Oltina, Sinoe, Tasaul, Techirghiol, Mangalia).

The climate is continental temperate, with an annual average temperature between 10-11 degrees Celsius. Within the region there are 27 natural reservations, covering a total area of 12,600 ha, out of which 5,225 ha water surface, over 6,000 ha sand banks, dunes, sand and 900 ha forest. The most important natural reservations are: Cheia Massif, Fantanita-Murfatlar Reservation, Agigiea sea-side dunes, Hagieni Wood, Natural under-water Reservation “2 Mai Vama Veche”, Techirghiol Lake, Harsova natural reservation, Topalu Reef, Alimanu fossil point.                                                                                                                                                  

The underground resources consist of common rocks, phosphate rocks, iron ores, mineralized waters, salty lakes with great therapeutic mud resources; the Black Sea continental tableland has important resources of hydrocarbons and minerals, partially valued by marine drilling equipment.

                                                  ECONOMY  
Constanta county economy has a complex structure, with the following main branches: port activity and maritime transport, agriculture, tourism, trade, machine building industry, petrochemical industry, textile industry, food industry, wood processing industry and paper industry, construction works.

According to the total number of the commercial agents, Constanta county ranks the second in Romania. As a consequence of an upward trend, the number of companies registered with Constanta Trade Register has been increasing every year i.e.: 5,101 companies in 1991, 6,291 companies in 1992, 5,061 companies in 1993, 5,240 companies in 1999,  4,591 in 2002 and 5,606 in 2003. 
The companies with a share registered capital more than 100 billion ROL in Constanta are: Rompetrol Rafinare (oil processing) Constanta Maritime Harbour Administration (administration of port infrastructure), Constanta Shipyard (ships' building and repair works), Oil Terminal (port terminal for petroleum products), Daewoo Heavy Industries Mangalia (ships’ building and repair works), Servicii Constructii Maritime (dredging, towage, pilotage), Dobrogea Group (milling, bakery, pastry), Argus (edible oil), Socep (port  terminal), Comvex (port terminal).

On 30th June 2004 in Constanta county there were registered a total of 49,187 trading companies. 

On 30.07.2004 a number of 3,087 commercial companies with foreign share capital were registered with a total subscribed capital of 20.097.688.387 thousand ROL, out of which 38 companies were set up in 2003.

According to the share foreign capital structure, the main companies are: Daewoo Mangalia Heavy Industries (ship building and repairs), Silotrans (port operator), Roliship (port operator), APM Stevedoring Romania (maritime transportation), Vinvico (wine and spirits), Tomis (trade), Transbitum (port operator) and Lumotex (ready made garments).
On 30.06.2004, the foreign share to the registered subscribed capital was 128,068 thousand USD. 

According to the number of companies with foreign share to the registered capital, the first ranking countries are as follows: Turkey (894 companies), Germany (269 companies), Italy (260 companies), Syria (248 companies), Greece (169 companies), USA (142 companies).  According to the subscribed foreign capital, the first ranking countries are as follows: Holland (16,247 billion lei), Marshall Island (1,229 billion lei), Germany (499,914 thousand lei), Italia (475,764 thousand lei), Cipru (392,573 thousand lei), South Korea (307,280 thousand lei), Turkey (218,784 thousand lei).
                                                  COMMUNICATIONS 

Constanta county is characterized by a well-represented traffic axis: East-West and specific endowments on the route Cernavoda-Medgidia-Basarabi-Constanta-Agigea. The Northern part of the county is characterized by a larger density of the road network against to the Southern area.

The county is crossed (North-South and East-West) by two European roads: E60 (linking Constanta with Bucharest) and E87 (linking Constanta with Vama Veche, way to Bulgaria). In Constanta county there are 3 border passing points, between Bulgaria and Romania: Vama Veche, Negru Voda and Ostrov.

The main railway transportation is developed on the main line Bucharest-Ciulnita-Fetesti-Constanta, but also along: Fetesti-Constanta-Tulcea route. Along Constanta-Bucharest-Brasov-Deva-Arad route, Constanta county is connected with Hungary and Austria, and along Medgidia-Negru-Voda route the link with Bulgaria is achieved.   The railways in the seaside zone are abt. 406 km long, out of which double electrified 78 km, with a density of 81 km/1000 sqkm. The border point Negru-Voda-Cardam is mainly used for the passenger and cargo trains transit to and from the Bulgarian seaside.

Constanta is part of Paneuropean corridor no.4: Berlin – Nurnberg – Praga –Budapesta – Constanta - Salonic – Istanbul. The corridor crosses over Romania from East to West (Constanta-Curtici), by road and by rail, Romania being the key connection between continents.

Bucharest - Constanta highway, 225 km long, is also under rehabilitation, and will be completed in 2006-2007. For finalizing Cernavoda-Constanta highway execution works (65 km long) Romanian government is under negotiation with European Union.

On Constanta county territory, the air transportation is achieved by two airports: Mihail Kogalniceanu International airport, located at abt. 25 km far from Constanta and Tuzla utilitarian and leisure airport (the first Romanian private leisure airport).

Up-dating the telecommunication system has been recorded by: changing the classic network by the digital phone system in different places (Costinesti and Neptun), introducing the optical fiber wires along Mangalia-Constanta-Tulcea-Galati route, as well as Mangalia-Istanbul route, extension of Constanta city phone system by 15,000 phone lines and of Navodari by 1,000 lines. A higher rhythm has been recorded by the wireless telephony networks covering the whole county. 

                                                           HEALTH
Medical assistance for Constanta county population is provided by the following medical services:

11 hospitals county hospital (university clinic at the same time)

7 balneal sanatoria and treatment units (Eforie North, Neptun, Saturn, Techirghiol, Mangalia);

9 policlinics , out of which 7 are  private  and 2 are state owned; 

9  special policlinics within the hospital area, private ;

10 medical care units, public owned;

597 health units;

277 dental clinics, out of which 198 are  private; 

19 medical test labs  (private) and 8 for technical dental labs (private) ;

194 chemist's shops (out of which 181 are private);
13 nurseries in public sectors;
 7 treatment bases;
2 health care centers (the modern one is Ana Aslan Health Spa in Eforie Nord).

Within the state network there are working 1,365 doctors, 274 stomatologists, 348 pharmacists, 3,593 sanitary staff.

                                         EDUCATION AND RESEARCH 

 Constanta county training units in Constanta county included 556 education units, out of which: 256 kindergardens, 234 primary and secondary schools (4 designed to children with deficiencies), 54 high-schools, 2 vocational school, 4 post secondary schools, 6 high education units with 30 faculties, out of which 3 are in the public sector ("Ovidius" University, Civil Maritime University, "Mircea cel Batran"  Naval Academy ) and 3 private universities  with 12 faculties  ("Andrei Saguna", "Dimitrie Cantemir” and "Spiru Haret").

The teaching staff of Constanta county amounts to 9,400 persons, out of which 950 persons are in high education units. Training, continuous learning and professional reconversion activities are also performed by Constanta Chamber of Commerce, Industry, Shipping and Agriculture, Romanian Business School Foundation–Constanta Branch, "Manager" Business School and The Tourism Human Resources Training Center (both inside Constanta Chamber of Commerce, Industry, Shipping and Agriculture). 

The units specialized in scientific research activities, technological engineering and design, operational in Constanta county, within various fields of activity, are as follows: Grigore Antipa- National Romanian Marine Research Institute, PALAS-Institute for Production, Research and Breeding of sheep and goats, Valul lui Traian Fruit-growing Research and Production Centre, Basarabi Vineyard Research and Production Centre, Valu lui Traian Irrigated Crops Research Centre.

                                                           CULTURE 
The network of cultural  and art institutions includes : 12 cultural centres, 304 libraries out of which 64 are public libraries,  31 cinema halls, 7 theatres and musical institutions, among which are Constanta Dramatic Theatre, The Burlesque Theatre “Fantasio”, The Ballet Theatre “Oleg Danovski", The Opera House and “Marea Neagra” Philarmonic Orchestra , 19 museums (National History and Archaeological Museum, Art Museum, Popular Art Museum, Romanian Marine  Museum, Callatis Archaeological Museum, Natural Sciences Museum including Dolphinarium, Planetarium, Aquarium and micro Delta). 

THE MAIN ECONOMIC FIELDS OF CONSTANTA COUNTY

Constanta county has an agricultural-industrial profile, with an intense maritime and river transport, as well as a developed infrastructure for national and international tourist activities for rest and balneal cure purposes.

                                    1.  HARBOUR ACTIVITY
Constanta Harbour – founded in 1909, covering an initial area of 722 ha, has been further developed (beginning with 1976) up to 3,926 ha,out of which 1,312 ha is land and the rest of 2,614 ha is water. Completion works on the southern side have already started to host new terminals in a favoured zone with high water depth.

Located at the cross-roads of the trade routes linking the developed countries of Western Europe and the emerging markets of Central Europe with the suppliers of raw materials from the CIS, Central Asia and Transcaucasus, the Port of Constanta is the main Romanian port and the largest port in the Black Sea.
It has a geostrategical position being located on the route of two Pan-European Transport Corridors: river Corridor VII (Danube) and rail-road Corridor IV.

In the southern part of Constanta Port there is a river-maritime sector, which allows the accommodation of maritime vessels and river vessels as well.

Constanta is the greatest port at the Black Sea, ranking fourth in Europe. Constanta port is endowed with 145 berths, out of which 119 operative berths and 36 technical berths, with 17.6 m max. depth, 29.83 km total piers length, annual throughput of 85 mill tons / year, and in addition another 20 mil tons annual capacity of Constanta South Agigea Port. Such water basins being the deepest in the Black Sea allow the accommodation of tankers and bulkcarriers of 220,000 DWT.

The Port of Constantza offers a lot of advantages, among which, the most important are:

∙ multi-purpose port with modern facilities and sufficient depth to accommodate the largest vessels passing through the Suez Canal;

∙  direct access to the Pan-European Corridor VII, through the Danube Black Sea Canal, providing a shorter and cheaper waterway transport towards Central Europe than the routes using the Northern Europe ports; 
∙  good connections with all modes of transport: railway, road, river, airway and pipelines; 

∙  the New Container Terminal on Pier II South, increasing the container operating capacity; 

future expansion planned; 

∙  Ro-Ro and Ferry-boat terminals suitable for the development of short sea shipping serving the Black Sea and the Danube countries; 

∙  New status of Port of Constanta, "port with customs facilities"; 

In order to meet with the traffic requirements, Constanta port is equipped with shore cranes, bulk discharging bridges, gantry cranes, handling platforms for loading bagged and bulk cargo, pneumatic floating cranes, portable and floating cranes, oil handling facilities, as well as  specialized quays and terminals.  

In Constanta port there are large warehouses and platforms, a complex rail-way network, of about 440 km of rail-ways, connected via the national network to the European network, as well as 100 km road-transport network, connected to the national and European road and motor- road network.

Constanta port is connected with the other means of transport: rail, road, air and river, having free access by the Danube-Black Sea Canal to the Pan-European Corridor VII (Rhine-Maine-Danube); at the same time Constanta port enjoys a strategic position at the junction of the commercial roads linking Europe to The Middle and Far East, to the North of Africa, former countries of Independent States Community, Caucasus and Central Asia.

Since 22nd August,2003 , the Port of Constanta enjoys a new status, namely “Port with Customs facilities” (based on the Legal Decision no.547 /30.05.2002)

The main advantages offered by Constanta Port with Customs Facilities: 

1.   ships entering into the free port are exempted from customs control before starting unloading operations, reducing turnaround time.
2.    foreign cargoes entering into the free port can be stored for an unlimited period or can be reloaded on ships without customs clearance.

3.   during the period when cargoes are stored in the free port, it is not required any guarantee for import duties. This can avoid locking up important sums of money for imported cargoes.

4.   import duties are paid only for parcel of foreign goods entering into the country, not for the entire quantity stored in the free port.

5.   foreign cargoes entering into the free port are not subject to any kind of customs control, as long as they remain within the free port, attracting this way the transit traffic through the port.

6.   Romanian cargoes dedicated to export can be cleared before entering into the free port.

7.  for foreign cargoes stored in the free port, placed under customs suppressive procedures are not required guaranties for customs duties.

foreign cargoes that will transit Romania on railway or inland shipping are exempted from guaranties for customs duties. 

All these facilities allow Constanta Port to serve more efficiently as a regional distribution centre and to become The Eastern Gate of Europe

The main terminals existent in Port of Constanta presently:

Grain 
The grain terminal in the port of Constanta North has a total handling capacity of 2,400,000 tons/year  (available) for berths 31-33,  and 1,500,000 tons/ year used for the same berths, due to the wagon stock and the beneficiaries' limited reception possibilities; the achievements are strictly connected with the import contracts. The operational capacity within berths 17-18 is, both available and used, of 1,200,000 tons/year, with achievements strictly connected with the import contracts. The storage capacity is of 90,000 tons in 3 silos. The terminal has 5 operational berths, with depths between 6-10.1 m. The loading/ discharging operations are accomplished by 5 pneumatic installations of 150 tons/each, 2 floating elevators of 300 tons/each, 5 shore cranes, underground and air conveyors. Operators: Agroexport Siloz Port. 

In the grain terminal of Constanta South Port there is a new silo, with a capacity of 100,000 tons. The annual traffic capacity is of 2.5 million tons. The terminal has an operational berth (berth no.114), 200.5 m in length and 11.5 m in depth, equipped with pneumatic devices, and a maximum operation capacity of 800 tons/hour. Constanta South Agigea Port has 2 silos for stowing 500 tons un-dried cereals each, and a silo with a storage capacity of 500 tons for dried cereals, as well as a drying grain installation with an operational capacity of 100 tons/day.

Port operator: Silotrans.

Building materials (cement especially)
Terminal with a storage capacity of 40,000 bulk tons, packing and palleting facilities, as well as transhipment of the bulk cement from barges to the sea-going ships. There are 7 specialized berths, with depths between 7.3 and 12.7 m. The annual traffic capacity is of 4 mill. tons. The operation is achieved by cranes and derricks. Operators: Sicim and Decirom

Oil products

Oil terminal is specialized in importing the crude oil, fuel oil, diesel oil, gasoline and exporting refined products, liquid chemicals and petrochemicals, and has a capacity of 24 mill. tons / year on discharging and 10 mill tons/year on loading. It has a maximum storage capacity of 1.7 mill. tons. There are available 9 berths (with depths between 11.3-17.1 m) that can accommodate vessels up to 165,000 DWT for loading-discharging crude oil and processed oil products. The terminal is connected by pipes to the main crude oil processing areas of the country. The berths are equipped with coupling devices-12 and 16 inch in diameter (Woodfield and Flexider), fire and pollution prevention equipment.  Operator: Oil Terminal.

 Refrigerated products 

The refrigerated products terminal is located in berth no. 53, has 219 m in length and 13.5 m in depth. The products can be stored in a refrigerated storage area of abt.17,000 tons and 2.4 ha. The terminal has 3 gantry cranes 5tf x 32 m. There is a refrigerated warehouse in berth no.11, with 1,500 t storage capacity and 4,600 sqm area. Operator: Frial and Romned Port Operator.

Ores, coal, coke 

In Constanta port there are 13 specialized berths for the handling of bulk ores, coal and coke, out of which:

- 4 berths are specialized in transhipment of bulk from sea-going  into river -going ships ; 

- 10 berths have depths between 9-17.1 m and allow entering and sailing of ships up to max. 200,000 DWT;

- 3 berths with depths between 3.3 and 4.3 m for operating the barges crossing the Danube Black Sea Canal.

The operation equipment include the following: 13 ship-unloaders of 20-52 tons, 14 mobile cranes of 16-50 tons, shore cranes, floating cranes, belt conveyors, stocker-reclaimers. The barges are loaded by 4 loaders of 700 tons/hour capacity. The storage capacity is 4.5 million tons. max. discharging rate is 95,000 tons/day, and the loading rate of 16,200 tons/day. Specialized operators: Comvex, Minmetal.

Chemical products, fertilizers , phosphate, apatite:

The terminal  uses 10 berths, operated especially by Chimpex (80%); the products are in bags, big bags, on pallets, or in bulk, in 10 berths (54-63), with depths between 8.6-10.5 m and equipped with 17 shore cranes of 5-25 tons, 4 mobile cranes of 12-45 tons and 3 transtainers of 200-250 tons/hour.

The phosphate and apatite are stored in a covered silo (36,000 tons), and the urea in a 30,000 tons warehouse; the bagged chemicals are stocked in 8 covered warehouses with a total capacity of 48,000 tons; other operators: Socep, Decirom, Romtrans, Romned Port Operator and Comvex;

Ro-Ro terminal

Constanta port has 2 Ro-Ro terminals:
- one in the North port (a berth of 364 m length and  13 m depth , as well as 2  parking areas for 2,000 vehicles (1.7 ha) and 2,800 motorcars (2.5 ha), operated by Umex;

- in South Constanta port- berth no.121,  214 m long,13.3 m deep and a parking area for  1,800 motorvehicles (1.5 ha)

Ferry–boat terminal

It is located in berth no 120, being 227 m long and 13 m deep and is designed to loading-discharging of trains, locomotives and trucks. It has a traffic capacity of 1 million tons/year.

Constanta port has international connections, by means of ferry-boat, on the following routes : Constanta-Derince / Turkey (5 voyages/a month, as a rule) and Constanta-Batumi/Georgia (twice a month).The voyages are performed by two vessels called “Mangalia” and “Eforie”, accommodating 108 waggons and  92 trucks (max. capacity) each. 

General cargo
General goods are operated in 50 berths, mainly located in North Constanta Port, with depths between 4.5 and 13.8 m. The goods are handled by means of 16 shore gantry cranes of 20-36 tons, 86 shore cranes of 3-50 tons, 44 mobile cranes of 12-250tons, 9 floating cranes of 16-35 tons, fork lifts and tractors. 

Operators: Romned Port Operator, Phoenix, Socep, Frial, Umex, Minmetal, Romtrans.

Edible oil and molasses: 

Edible oil and molasses handling is performed in berth no.19, 113 m long and 7.4 m deep. Edible oil storage is performed in 7 tanks with a total capacity of 25,000 tons each. Molasses is discharged directly from ships into tanks. 

Operator: Frial.

Containers: 

The existent terminal is located in North Constanta Port, with 2 specialized berths, 467m long, 10.7 m deep. The terminal has a storage platform of 11.4 ha, for 3,000-4,000 containers. Handling is made by 2 gantry cranes of 45 t, 2 transtainers of 32 t, fork-lifts (2x3.5t, 1x6.9t, 1x42t) and trailers of 20 t.

Operators: Socep, Umex.
The new Container Terminal is located on Pier II S in Constanta South –Agigea Port financed by Japanese Bank of International Cooperation (JBIC) and Romanian state budget, the most important investment for the last 10 years,  that will certainly turn the  port of Constanta into a regional hub; the terminal is designed to allow the accommodation of Post-Panamax container ships and undertake an annual capacity of 325,000 TEU’s in the fist stage and up to 1,000,000 TEU’s in the final stage; the first stage  has been finalized  and become operational starting with November 2003. In the second stage ,after the year 2009, the capacity will increase to 405,000 TEUs. Further development, up to 800,000-1,000,000 TEUs ,is foreseen in the 3rd stage, after 2014-2015. It is the main container terminal in the Black Sea area , and a potential terminal for transit traffic on the Danube Operator: Constantza South Terminals Port SRL.
Recently, there have been completed the works of the "Constantza Port Rehabilitation Project. Completion and repair works for the breakwaters", which will make the Port of Constantza the safest in the area. By the completion of the "Container Terminal Project", the existing port infrastructure will be more adequately used and an increase in cargo traffic will emerge, mainly containerised on.

The two ports Midia and Mangalia perform a vital function in the overall plan to increase the efficiency of the main port's facilities-and both are facing continuous upgradings in order to meet the growing demands of cargo owners
Port of Mangalia  is located 38 km South from Constanta, with 400 m length of operative piers , a max. depth of 9 m and an annual output of 400,000 tons (extension possibility up to 1 million tons) and a storage area of 24,300 sqm (4,300 sqm covered area and 20,000 sqm uncovered). Mangalia port can accommodate ships up to 10,000 DWT, and there are available 3 dry-docks for ships of max. 250,000 DWT. The port is directly connected with the rail and road networks.

 In Mangalia port a bitumen terminal is operational (Romanian-Belgian joint venture) with 3 tanks, with a planned capacity of 15,000 tons and an annual traffic capacity of 45,000 tons.

Port of Midia is located 25 km North from Constanta, having 2.24 km pier length, a max. depth of 9 m (reached as a consequence of the dredging operations performed last year by  Rompetrol - the main operator) and an operational capacity of 500,000 tons/month crude oil, oil products, ammonia and packed chemicals, with a storage capacity of 13,000 sqm. Further to increasing the depths up to 9 m, along the access canal to the port , the port allows operating ships up to 15,000 DWT, providing an annual traffic capacity of 200,000 tons packed chemical products (with an extension possibility up to 2 million tons), as well as a storage area of about 13,000 sqm. The port can also shelter fishing ships, if necessary; it is provided with 3 floating docks for dry docking ships up to 20,000 DWT, and has free access to a road network, and Poarta Alba - Midia Navodari Canal. The port has an area of 2,160 sqm covered storage areas and 1,780 sqm and open areas, with facilities for the export of live stock.

Services performed in Romanian Maritime Ports

The activity performed by about 280 companies in Romanian maritime ports is subject to Government  Ordinance no.118 / 1999 and  Romanian Maritime Port Regulations, approved by  Ministry of Transportation Order no. 308/ 22.05.2000.

According to the provisions of such legal acts, the services provided in ports are divided into two sections: public port services and other port services.

Public port services:

pilotage – compulsory for all ships, except the military ones, salvage, school and hospital ships and entertainment boats.

towage is compulsory for vessels over 1,000 NRT (net register tonnage) or more; the assigned tug is granted function  to the vessel’s size, the vessel’s cargo, weather and  other conditions  

 -    mooring and unmooring  the ships to the quay. 

Port services:

ship's  agents in the ports of Constanta, Mangalia and Midia is performed by a qualified staff belonging to abt. 100 authorized ship agents.

shipchandlering  is provided by more than 20 authorized companies which have appropriate technical facilities ;

bunkering of ships is mainly performed by Bunkerom SRL and Rompetrol Rafinare Complex Petromidia SA The operations may take place in the port roadstead and also inside the port;

vessels'  operation the loading / discharging operations  of vessels are performed by authorized specialized companies.

During year 2003, a quantity of 24,147,000 tons of cargo has been transited across the Danube-Black Sea Canal, out of which 19,973,000 tons are for inland cargo traffic, and 4,174,000 tons for out-land cargo traffic.

                                2.  THE DANUBE- BLACK SEA CANAL
It has been inaugurated in May, 1984, and has the following technical particulars: 64.4 km length, 90 m width, 7 m depth, 5.5 m current draught, 17m bridge clearance, 10-12 km/h- sailing speed, 3,000 m - curves min. ray.

The canal is accessible to the river-maritime ships up to 5,000 dwt, with a total length of 138 m, 16.8 m breadth and 5.5 m draught. Across the canal can sail convoys up to 6 barges, with a total length of 296 m, breadth of 22.88 m and 3.8 m draught. Alongside the canal there are 2 commercial ports: Basarabi and Medgidia, where various operations can be performed, such as: loading-discharging, cargo storing and passenger transit.

Medgidia Port

The commercial port has 5 operative berths, and an annual traffic of 1.2 million tons. The industrial port has 17 operative berths, 11 waiting berths, a total water area of 19 ha, a platform of 18 ha, a min. depth of 7 m, and an annual traffic of 10.3 million tons. The port also has river railway station, warehouse for general goods, specialized berths and 2 passenger piers.

Basarabi Port has an annual traffic capacity of 700,000 tons, 4 operative berths, 4 waiting berths, a water area of 14 ha, a platform of 9 ha and a min. depth of 6.5 m. It also has a river railway station, general cargo warehouse, specialized berths and shipyard for technical ship  repairs.  At the end of the canal, both at Agigea and Cernavoda, there are 2 double locks (the effective length of locking space: 310 m, 25 m breadth, 7.5 m width); 60 minutes- max. locking time.

The Danube Black Sea Canal plays a special part in shipping:

- connects Cernavoda port with Constanta maritime port, shortening by aprox. 400 km the route for the vessels sailing from the Black Sea to the Danube ports of the Central Europe;

- shortens the navigable way from Australia and Far East to Central Europe by abt. 4,000 km; The opening in 1992 of Rhine-Maine-Danube Canal has created an effective European navigation passage between Constanta port and the ports of the Northern Sea ;
- the main advantage is that the Canal outlets directly into Constanta Port Basin .
Poarta Alba-Midia Navodari branch is linking the main canal section with Midia port and Luminita quarry, lending it a special domestic economic importance.
During 2004, across the Black –Sea Danube Canal have been operated a total of 1,440,000 tons, out of which: 992,000 tons in Medgidia port, 368,000 tons in Basarabi port, 385,000 tons in Ovidiu port and 99,000 tons in Luminita port.

                                                 3. TOURISM 

Constanta county represents one of the most important tourism areas of Romania, mainly due to Black Sea Coast (82 km out of the total of 245 km, as represents the Romanian Black Sea Coast). This outstanding component of  Constanta county concentrates  about 41 % of Romania’s tourism potential, by its 19 sea side places (out of which 13 resorts),  with a great infrastructure.

This important infrastructure, alongside with some natural factors, especially the beaches quality, the rural tourism potential, ranks among the outstanding factors for high-class tourism in this area. 

The hotel owners on the seaside have invested beginning with the end of 2003, 150 billion USD dolars in refurbishing the existing hotels and in opening six new ones with a capacity of 468 beds (Selena Hotel, 2*+ , Oxford Hotel 3* , Hotel Scala, 3*, Hotel Bavaria Blue, 4*, Hotel Jolie, 2*). A part of the money were invested in modernizing 11 hotels and another 18 were up-dated (Hotel Europa, Majestic Olimp, Cocor, etc).

At the beginning of 2004 the new rate of 9% for  V.A.T. came into effect (it was reduce from the rate of 19%) for accommodation services including breakfast, which determining an increase of the number of tourists by maintaining a constant  accommodation costs. 

During 2004 in Constanta was inaugurated the biggest children amusement Park in South Eastern Europe named “The Dwarf Land”, with a total surface of 20,000 sqm located in “Tàbàcàriei Parc” . The Park was built by Constanta Municipality,  the total value of investment being 23 billions lei.

The major changes that occurred with the Romanian Tourism during 2003, as well as the special interest of the local administration of improving the logistics of the local administration of improving the logistics of Black Sea Coast’s touristic resorts, generated an increase in the number of tourists visiting Romanian Black Sea Coast, in general and foreign tourists in particular.
Therefore, the number of tourists visiting the Romanian Black Sea Coast during 2003 was of 788,763 (as compared to 754,167 in 2003), out of which: Romanian tourists 708,676 and foreign tourists 80,087 with 12,000 up to 2002. The total number of foreign tourists increase with 18% in 2003 compare with 2002. The average tourists’ holiday on the Black sea Coast was 5.7 days in 2003. 

During 2003, a number of 24,415 German tourists visited Romanian Black Sea Coast, representing 30.48% out of the foreign tourists visiting sea-side, as against 19,953 (29.4%) during 2002. Most of the tourists hosted along the Romanian seaside during 2003 arrived from Germany, Italy, France, USA, Russian Federation and Norway.

Mamaia resort stretches along a narrow area that separates Mamaia lake from the Black Sea, being attractive for rest and leisure, as well as nautical sports. The tourist attraction is offered by the 8 km long and 100-200 m wide beach. The resort was founded in 1906, and has been further up-dated for the years to come and at present Mamaia offers a number of 22.000 places in hotels of 2,3,4 stars (Bavaria Blue, Iaki, Palas, Rex, Savoy) and 5 stars hotels (Mamaia, Palm Beach, Scandinavia). 
In 2003 the Aqua Magic Water Park was built in Mamaia resort, in the vicinity of the open-air theater, with a total surface of 2.5 acres. The private investment was achieved with the support of Constanta Municipality. 
In 2004 was inaugurated a gondola funicular with a capacity of 600-1,500 seats per hour and a length of 2,000 m. The project “Telegondola” was financed by Constanta Municipality and Mamaia S.A. company with the support of Romanian Ministry of Transport, Construction and Tourism, the investment cost being 3.5 millions Euro. Also in 2004 on the beach in front of Flora Hotel in Mamaia, have begun the construction works of a modern arena for beach-volley and handball-beach with a capacity of 600 places. 
Eight leasure units, four on the Suitghiol Lake and four on the seaside were opened in Mamaia resort where the tourists can enjoy trips by hydro-bicycles, windsurfing, parachute lifting, diving, the yachting school, water skiing, leasure with sales boats.    

Eforie Nord resort, located 14 km far from Constanta, is bordered by the Black Sea and the Techirghiol Lake, well-known for its therapeutic values; the resort is also operational in extra-season and has an accommodation capacity of abt. 16,000 seats, in hotels, villas, rest houses, tourist halts and camps - i.e. 182 tourist units.  Part of the resort is open off-season, being recommended for its health cure tourism highly represented by EFOSAN sanatorium-one of the outstanding physiotherapy centres in Romania.

In 2002 the resort has gained a 4 stars hotel (Britannia), equipped with an up-to-date conference-room; in 2003 Astoria Hotel has been up-graded, being ranked as a 3 stars hotel. Having been modernized, Europa Hotel was re-opened, after a long absence in the tourist market, and ranked as a 5 stars hotel. Europa hotel is equipped with conference halls for business tourism. 

In 2004 “Ana Aslan HEALTH SPA”, the newest and the most modern health center in Romania was opened offering treatment packages for prevention of the aging process based on a concept developed by doctor Ana Aslan. The center offers also procedures based on the potential of the sapropaellic mud from Techighiol lake and on salted water.
Another important investment carried out in Eforie Nord seaside resort was “Europa Yacht Club Marina”, with the total investment value of 2 million Euro, this being the first private marina in Romania. 

Eforie Sud resort-located between sea cliff and Techirghiol lake, with a tourist capacity of 10,359 accommodation places in 144 units (3* hotels – Edmont Hotel, Bistrita Hotel and 2* Privighetoarea Hotel). The resort and especially the well renowned “Baile Reci” – balneal center recommended for therapeutic mud properties in rheumatic and locomotor diseases.

Techirghiol resort located on the side of Techirghiol lake, gained the status of balneal resort in 1899. The curing factors are: the lake salty water (sodium and magnesium chlorides, and sodium iodide), as well as therapeutic sapropaellic mud (is of organic origin and contains various salts). 

Techirghiol resort has a tourist capacity of 36 units with a total accommodation capacity of 1,397 places out of which 1,040 places in Balneal Sanatorium.

Costinesti resort is located 31 km South far from Constanta city, near to Costinesti and Schitu villages (the same location with "Sf. Elena" monastery). It has an accommodation capacity of 5,098 places in 113 units. Costinesti represents the resort with the most intense cultural activity during the summer season: forums, symposia, festivals.

The necklace of Romanian Black Sea Coast resorts, which started to be built in 1965 consists of the following resorts: Olimp, Neptun, Jupiter, Cap Aurora, Venus and Saturn.
In Saturn resort was establish in 2003 a new private investment Aqua Parc “Balada” , the total investment was 15 bilion lei. Aqua Parc is the host for two pools for children and one for adults with all facilities and acquatic accessories.

Mangalia municipality , the former ancient  Greek city of Callatis, older  over than 2,000 years, is also a well-known health-cure resort, all the year round (1,400 accommodation places); besides the helio-marine cure; in Mangalia resort there are also used the cures with mesothermal, sulphurous  water, saltless, collected from "Callatis' and "Hercules" springs, fit for a wide range of ailments: digestive, renal, metabolic and  rheumatic. 

4. INDUSTRY

The representative industrial sectors of Constanta county, as a consequence of the region’s historical evolution are as follows: ship building, petro-chemistry, building and building materials, food processing industry, wood industry.

The shipyards in Constanta and Mangalia can built both new ships up to 250,000 DWT, and also all kinds of repair works to vessel’s hull, engines, electrical and electronic equipment in naval sector.

The main equipment of the shipyards is as follows:

Constanta Shipyard, is equipped with: 2 dry docks for ships (150,000 and 200,000 DWT), 2 floating docks with a capacity of 8-15 thousand tons.

Daewoo Mangalia Heavy Industries SA, It covers a 100 ha area, and has 3 dry docks (2 dry-docks x 125,000 DWT and one of 250,000 DWT), a 2 km long berth and other manufacture workshops. 

Another important shipyard from Constanta county is 2x1 Holding Cape Midia Shipyard SA. The shipyard has 2 floating docks with 10 thousand tons lifting capacity, and a floating dock with 20 thousand tons lifting capacity.

Repair and ship-breaking works are undertaken by companies such as: Utilnavorep SA, Thermar SA, Petroserv SA, Cores Ind SRL, Electroscoica Mar SRL, Poseidon Co. SRL etc. Naval equipment and specific technological outfit are achieved by Meconst SA i.e: pumps, industrial fittings, compressors, water and oil coolers, steam condensers, hydrophores, fuel heaters, air cylinders.

Representative for machine building industry of Constanta county are the companies Legmas Navodari and IMUM Medgidia – producers of agricultural machine tools and equipment: trailers, combines for germinal beds, machines for planting bulbs and harvesting, press for baling strings and for digging, spare parts, weeders, harrows etc.

 Chemical and petrochemical industry  secures processing yearly over 4 million tons of crude oil and oil products for obtaining fuels, aromatic hydrocarbons, liquefied gases, petroleum coke, petroleum sulphur and others (Rompetrol Rafinare) . 

By the central drilling platform located in the Black Sea territorial waters Petromar SA blends the drilling activity (crude oil and natural gases extraction) with production. Exploitation of the deposits from the Black Sea continental platform represents abt. 10% of the national crude oil output. Simultaneously, some special works are performed in order to make operational nine drilling rigs for gas beds extraction, Eocen-Lebada Est.

Building material industry mainly provides the necessary specific supplies: cement, prefabs, composite stone plates, polyester resins, kaolin, chalk, asphalt products. Building material industry is represented by: Lafarge Romcim Medgidia, producer of cement (new sorts : II AM 32.5 R, II BS 32.5 R, I 52.5 R CD 40, Multibat) and clinker; Celco S.A - producer of  BCA concrete, BCA adhesive, stone and mortar, AS Vopsea and Max Impex producers of industrial paints.

Power supply industry includes 3 power stations with an installed power of 407 Mw and Cernavoda Nuclear Power Station, projected to have 5 nuclear units; for the time being the first nuclear unit of 700 Mw is running (provides more than 10% of the electric power national output) and the works to put running the second atomic reactor are on. 

The Nuclear Power Station has inaugurated the first module for storage of burnt nuclear fuel, that making of Romania the most advanced country in Central and Eastern Europe, concerning technology applied in nuclear power.

By fulfilling the project of finalizing the working construction with power stations no.3 and 4, a further output of abt. 4900 Gwh/hrs. is to be supplied at low costs, as well as higher valuation of the Uranium  national resources, lower rates of carbon dioxide environmental pollution and new jobs.
Light industry of Constanta county produces ready-made clothes for men, women and children, industrial work equipment, bedclothes, knitwear, jute and polypropylene bags. The products are mainly distributed on the external market (abt.70%), as well as on the domestic one. Ready-made manufacturing is carried out mainly, in lohn system, in cooperation with foreign companies. The export countries are: Holland, Italy, Spain, France, Belgium, USA, Cyprus, Great Britain. The representative companies are as follows: Calypso, Fantasy Mod, Lumotex, Gemma Lux, Ema Service, Fornax, Bavaria Express, Socom Infratirea.

Wood processing industry produces o large variety of home, garden and office furniture. The export countries are: France, Holland, Germany, Canada and Italy.

The representative companies are: Furnimob, Holding Hondor Stil, Gaad Invest International, A&D Multimob, Sona, Fineda, U.K. Clasic Mob.

Paper industry is represented by two companies that produce and distribute writing and printing paper, polypropylene and polyethylene coated paper. The representative companies are: CompPaper Converting SA and Palas SA.
Another outstanding sector of Constanta county economy is civil and industrial construction, consisting in:

· hydro-technical constructions, public utility, civil and industrial works;

· irrigation and rehabilitation works;

· repair works for rails, roads, bridges and airports;

· port equipment fitting up as well as the entire infrastructure of Constanta, Mangalia and Midia harbours, as well as Agigea and Navodari locks.

      5. AGRICULTURE AND FOOD PROCESSING INDUSTRY

According to the agriculture area - 568,358 ha Constanta county ranks third in Romania and represents a traditional agriculture area. 

The agricultural area, fitted with irrigation systems is of 422,591 ha, out of which the arable area of 342,198 ha (81%), thus making Constanta the county with the largest cultivated area fit for irrigation.

Mechanization services of agriculture works in private sector are mainly provided by 30 private companies. Agricultural endowment with mechanical means is by far under the necessaries (the arable area per tractor is 104,50 ha).

According to the cultivated land structure, in Constanta county the vegetal sector has a prevailing cereal feature. In 2004, out of the total of 491,304 ha arable soil, the cereals represented 51% of total area (248,932 ha), out of which graminacee were cultivated on a surface of 119,542 ha. 

The main crops of Constanta county are: cereals for grains (output of wheat and rye, barley, two-row barley and maize), leguminous for beans (beans and pea), oily plants (sun-flower-ranking the 1st in Romania, soy, flax), potatoes, vegetables, grapes and fruits.

Food stuff processing is fulfilled by 219 private commercial companies. Out of 219 commercial companies, 138 companies are producers of milling and bakery items, 21 companies are specialized in meat processing, 45 companies are specialized in milk and diary products, and 15 companies for wine and spirits.

The present production output can entirely provide the local raw resources and comply with the population's consumption needs.

6. TRADE AND SERVICES

Constanta ‘s trade includes an impressive number of trade units, restaurants and trade houses, with a total area of 2,300,000 sqm. The most important trade units are: Tomis shopping mall and companies of the national and international network, such as Metro, Doraly Mall and Bila.

On March 23rd 2004, a new cash and carry unit opened, belonging to the Selgros international network, with a total surface of 10,000 sqm.

 BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES

1. CONSTANTA PORT DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS

Taking into account Constanta harbor’s development and modernizing strategy, in order to act as a Logistic Center for the regional trade, as Europe’s Eastern Gateway, as well as ‘’turn-table’’ of the European and Euro-Asian transports, several outstanding investment objectives the National Company Constanta Sea Ports Administration have come into being.

· BARGE TERMINAL – ACCESS ON THE DANUBE –BLACK SEA CANAL 

The growth of barge carried cargo traffic in the Port of Constanta and the problems related to the movement, mooring and staying of an important number of barges in the port basins, as well as the perspective of a river traffic growth in the port through the facilities on Pier IIS (Container terminal) and Pier III S, require full usage of the port aquatorium through redirecting barge activity to the island water area of Constanta South Port as an anchorage basin.

Location: inland water area in Constanta South Port.

The project estimated value is 24,6 millions EUR financed 65% from E.B.R.D. – non-sovereign loan and 35% from NC MPA SA Constanta’s own sources.

Execution period: 2005-2006

· WASTE MANAGEMENT IN CONSTANTA PORT

Represents the environmental component of the Project on Environment and Infrastructure in Constanta Port.

The aim of the project is to achieve the conformity with to the requirements of the International Convention for the Prevention of Marine Pollution from Ships – MARPOL 73/78, in compliance with the national and international legislation on environment protection by creating an efficient working framework for collecting, treating, stocking and storing of port and marine wastes.

The incinerator, the ecological landfill and the leachate treatment plant will be located in the immediate vicinity of the existing waste landfill in Constanta Port. The wastewater treatment plant consisting of a physic-chemical unit located on the Oil Terminal territory and a biological unit located on Port Administration territory, on berth 79.

The estimated value is 12.2 million EUR, of which 3.5 million EUR will be covered by E.I.B. loan.

Execution period: 2004-2005

· WIND FARM IN CONSTANTA PORT

Taking into account the actual trend of environment protection by using the energy obtained from unconventional sources and the fact that Romania is a signatory party of the Kyoto Agreement on Environment Protection, the use of technologies producing wind power will result in less pollution. Black Sea coast and platform represents and advantage for such wind power installation from the point of view of location as well as power consumption for major economic entities (port operators: oil, ore, containers).

The component of the wind farm will be:

· 4 wind turbines of 2 MW and 67 m high each, built at 900-1000 m distance on the North breakwater alveolus.

· 22 wind turbines of 850 kW each at 30 m height above the sea level built on the western sea front of the port, the river maritime area, in the neighborhood of the existing electrical power station Port III.

The installed capacity of wind power plant will be 26.7 MW.

Estimated value: 48.3 million EUR.

Financing Status: Public Private Partnership. Negotiation with ABB Romania S.R.L &VESTAS Denmark and ATHENA SA & VECTOR SA.

Execution period: 2004-2005

· NORTH BREAKWATER COMPLETION

Location of the project: Northern breakwater, from km 4+850 to km 5+900.

Technical characteristics: 

Regarding the execution of the extension for the North breakwater, there will be included three specific zones: 

1. zone of the existing head and the junction with the new works(approx. 50 m);

2. zone where still exist an underwater breakwater core made of dumped quarry run (approx. 500 m);

3. zone of new works directly on the bottom of the sea including the new head of the north breakwater (approx. 500 m)

Investment necessity:

· improvement of the port operation conditions through the reduction of wave effects for the entire basin;

· increasing of ship safety;

· reduction of destructive wave effects.

Estimated investment value: 70 mil Euro.  Financial status: State Budget. Execution period: 10 years

· DREDGING WORKS COMPLETION

Location: Port of Constanta

Investment dredging:

· drilling & blasting before dredging – 1.100.000 cu.m

· classic dredging – 750.000 cu.m

Dredging works are underway at the moment. Other projects are also available for each dredging are and some of them are included in the approved general Estimate (e.g. Free Zone, Constanta South Port Vessel Access Zone on the Danube – Black Sea Canal, Constanta Port extension works and interior construction and arrangements, phase IV).

Investment necessity: 

Dredging works are required by: 

· provision of designed depths in the fairway and ports basins

· safety of navigation

· operation of quays

Cost estimate: The estimated project value is between 30 to 50 mil Euro depending on the performance of the equipment to be used.

Financing status: State Budget

The dredging works had not been yet finalized due to insufficient funds.

· PERIMETRAL SECURITY SYSTEM

Location: Constanta Port

Technical characteristics

The security project will pass through the following steps:

· Design of the port perimeter security system, according to specific data from the field;

· Project implementation;

· Control of system installation, personnel training, documentation, maintenance.

System components

· Perimeter detection system;

· Closed-circuit cameras for surveillance along the enclosure fence and gates;

· Access control to the gates through magnetic cards;

· Sensors barrier for the breakwaters within the port limits and for the mouth of Danube Black sea Canal;

· Surveillance system of the operational berths;

· Secondary control centers (located on site);

· Information communication system to main control center;

· Two controlling offices, one in the Northern side and the other in the Southern side of the port.

Estimated investment value: about 25 million Euro

Investment progress

The bid organized by NC Maritime Ports Administration SA Constanta for the acquisition of the services for “Security and protection in Constanta Port” involved also the design of the “Port Perimetral Security System” by the specialized company in this field. 

Investment necessity

Analyzing the present situation, the active role of Romania within the NATO commitments as well as international legal framework enforced through the adoption by International Maritime Organization (IMO) of ISPS Code Security of Ships and Port Facilities, which will become statutory starting with July 1, 2004, including the active role played by the Port of Constanta for KFOR and NATO troops, become obvious the necessity of ensuring the security of port perimeter.

Further has to be added the commercial reasons imposed by the Port with Customs facilities status, which establishing direct responsibilities for the ensuring of a safe port perimeter.
· FLYOVER ROAD

Location: Constanta South Port, over the railroad-marshaling yard from the area of the Container Terminal on Pier II S

Technical characteristics

Total length: 1.189 m, of which:

· Flyover road: 432 m;

· Approach ramps: 160 m;

· Connector road: 597 m.

The flyover road ensures two roadways, with a breadth of 3.50 m, one for each direction, both for flyover road and viaducts.

The main flyover has 59 spans, and the approach viaducts have 6 spans each.

The constructive structure of the flyover road, consist of superstructure of reinforced concrete, mainly precasted and part of monolith, supported by reinforced concrete piers.

The abutments have plain and reinforced concrete elevations, indirectly founded on 6-drilled piles each.

The drilled piles have a diameter of 1,08 m and are embedded into a course of limestone.

The piers have reinforced concrete elevations, which consist of circular pillars with constant cross-section, with a diameter of 1,8 m. The approach ramps on the flyover road are supported by retaining walls.

Investment value (contracted): 7,5 mil USD

Financing status:

· 79% Japan bank for International cooperation (JBIC) through the loan Agreement ROM-P1, extended until 31.12.2004;

· 21% Romanian state budget

Completion period: November 2004

Investment necessity:

Optimizing the road traffic from the Southern area of Constantza Port and avoidance of the waiting times from level crossing over railway tracks.

· TOMIS TOURIST PORT – MARINA

Location: Tomis Port is located 1.200 m north from the commercial port Constanta.

Technical characteristics

· Breakwaters for the protection of the entrance and for the diminution of the water surface agitation in the port basin – 475 m

· Catways – 300 m

· Rehabilitation of the existing platforms

· Capacity: 325 boats

Estimated investment value: 6 mil Euro

Investment schedule

Phase I:

· breakwaters for the improvement of the hydraulically behavior – 5 mil Euro

· starting the execution of the works: June 2004

Phase II:

· platforms, dredging works – 1 mil Euro

· PASSENGER TERMINAL

Location

The suggested location is the pier so called Breakwater of the Old Lighthouse. The terminal will be located on a platform between two sights: the former Royal Pavilion converted in the Port Museum and the Old Lighthouse   built at the time of the King Carol I.

Location advantages

· direct and facile access for the vessels at the entrance in the port, without additional manoeuvres;

· facile road connections with the city, facilitating the road and pedestrian transport and not restraining the port activities in the area;

· offers the possibility to view points of great historic and tourist interest in the vicinity (Casino, Aquarium, The Old Lighthouse, The Port Museum, Tomis Port, the peninsular zone of Constanta city etc.);

· facilities for transportation, accommodation, entertaining in the resorts situated close to this location.

Architectural and constructional elements

The terminal ensures simultaneously two major functions:

· Passenger terminal function (located towards the root of the pier), having the following main activities:

· Main hall;

· Custom and passport checking;

· Waiting halls;

· Ticket office;

· Luggage offices;

· Exchange offices;

· ATM (Automated teller machine);

· Embarkation/disembarkation of passengers.

· Recreation function (located close to the head of the pier), having in view:

· Shops;

· Coffee-houses;

· Restaurants;

· Meeting halls for small groups;

· Show rooms.

Passenger traffic forecast

Transport relations:

I. Constanta-Istanbul and Constanta-Odessa;

II. Constanta-Istanbul-Athens-Beirut-Tel Aviv-Alexandria;

III. Constanta-Istanbul-Palermo-Genova-Marsilia-Barcelona.

It is forecasted that at a vessels capacity of 500 places and an occupancy rate of aprox. 80%, at each 5-6 days a cruise vessel shall call at the passenger terminal.

Future traffic forecast

Execution period: 2004-2005

Financial status: own funds and other funds

Investment necessity

Due to its favourable location and the available potential, the Port of Constanta is intended to become an attractive tourism center.

Achievement of a Passenger terminal will make Constanta Port a more attractive port and will perfectly harmonize with the other existent/future activities within the port.

The passenger traffic will increase the revenues of the Company.
In case there will be achieved the corridor of transporting   natural gases-cotton from Central Asia to Europe (TRACECA project) through Romania, the following business opportunities  will be in view:

· connections offered by Constanta port infrastructure to European corridors for transport:  by rail, by road, by river (the Danube-Maine-Rhine)

· utilization of the Romanian  capacities for processing the crude oil and natural gases for  obtaining the chemical and petroleum products necessary to the markets of the Central and Eastern Europe and Central Asia.

European and international promotion of Constanta port's competitive advantages:

· favourable geographic position - Constanta port is connected to the Pan European transport network by corridors IV (road and railway), VII (inland navigation) and TRACECA transport corridor.;

· operation facilities for any kind of cargo and storage capacities;

· port services in competitive environment;

· promotion activities in the Central Europe by the representative offices in Budapest and Vienna.

Cooperation activities during 2004

· co-operation with Rotterdam port, according to Memorandum signed between Rotterdam and Ministry of Public Works, Transports and Housing  (13.11.2001);

· continuation of cooperation with German Company for Technical Cooperation (GTZ) within the project "Supporting Constanta Port";

· twinning with other international ports

2. BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES AND INVESTMENTS IN TOURISM

Investment projects in tourism mainly refer to reintroducing within the international network the Romanian seaside resorts by: 

· reorganizing and up-dating of the tourism activity on the seaside, by attracting  Romanian or foreign capital, in view of improving the comfort level of hotels and catering units - extension and diversification the leisure activities  (balneal cure, nautical sports, cruises, cultural entertainment) and promoting new  tourism forms 

· establishing a partnership between the Tourism Human Resources Trainning Center within Constanta Chamber of Commerce, Industry, Shipping and Agriculture and a Tourism School from a European Union country with the purpose of trainning qualified personnel in field of tourism and restaurants

· projects for creating entertainment and leisure objectives (casinos) in every resort as well as a wide range of tourist service;

· reorganizing and modernizing the balneal cure bases: protection of the therapeutic value of Techirghiol lake’s water and mud (the third stage, project financed by the state budget , 105 million lei); restoring the project for revaluation of the sulphur mezothermal waters in Mangalia area, as well as the Mangalia lake’s sapropellic mud;

· relaunching the Neptune-Olimp resort by a  tripartite investment project : Mangalia City Hall, The Ministry of Transportation, Constructions and Tourism, and the private sector.

· the foreign financed project for creating an easier access and camping to the ancient Greek stronghold called Histria (62 km far from Constanta) in view of its revaluation and creating a hunting and fishing center (so far a project has been developed, related to museum rehabilitation) 

· rebuilding “ZODIAC” holiday village in Jupiter resort ;

· development of agro tourism within the county’s  rural areas, as an alternative to the tourist activity  of the seaside resorts;

· carrying out the building and infrastructure refurbishing works in the Peninsular area of Constanta city 

· construction of pedestrian route on the seaside connecting Tomis port to Mamaia resort, by support of Constanta Municipality 
· attracting new foreign investors for the development of certain tourist itineraries (a part of the traditional ones) for revaluation of the county’s historical monuments and tourist resources;

· natural environment and built area protection, especially the coastal  zones, by European projects and programs for rebuilding the beaches and cliffs, especially  in Mamaia, Eforie Nord, Eforie Sud and Venus resorts;

· participation to the European and international projects and programs for the Black Sea and, especially the tourism development policy within the Black Sea area;
· the National Port Administration Constanta intents to develop a specialized terminal for passengers, on the existing berth, located between two tourist attraction sites: the former Royal Pavilion which became the Port Museum and the Old Lighthouse build during Carol’s I reign. The project will be financed from the state budget and from the National Port Administration Constanta funds, the total estimated investment value being 4 million EUR. The advantages offered by this location are: direct and easy ship access into the port, with no need for additional movements, fast road connections to the city, which will not affect port activity in the area, the possibility to visit historic sites located nearby; transport facilities, accommodation, entertainment in neighboring resorts;

· develop of Mangalia marina and building a golf course in Mangalia city;

· setting up  ferry-boat lines, on Constanta-Istanbul-Volos routes respectively Constanta-Odessa-Batumi routes.

3.  DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS IN AGRICULTURAL AND FOOD PROCESSING INDUSTRY

The main problems of Constanta county development strategy can be structured as follows:

· development of the infrastructure and structure of the agricultural farms (including projects financed by SAPARD Program);

· promoting the production methods for environment protection by preserving natural soil and water  resources;

· occupational diversifying programs within the peasant households, as support for turning the agricultural farm into a rural multifunctional enterprise;

· irrigation system rehabilitation-project amounting to 111.5 million USD (financing sources: EximBank and State Budget), estimated to finalize in 2005;

· developing, modernizing and taking over performing technologies for fodder processing and increasing the nourishing  value;

· issue of “model project” for agricultural farms producing wheat  and vegetable crops, as well as zootechnical sector.

· reviving fish breeding activity by attracting foreign investors in the field of acclimation some superior fish species (solmon and sturgeons);

· technical and technological modernization of equipment within food-processing industry companies;

· continuation of works for replacing or setting up wine-growing plantations;

· development of investment process by private national entrepreneurs with production capacities for industrial processing of domestic agricultural products.

4. BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES  AND DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS IN OTHER INDUSTRIES

For light industry
· acquiring equipment, technologies and raw materials, in view of re-technologizing  and development of the plants in the rubber and plastics industry (Romtextil srl, Energia SA and in  the ready-made clothes industry (Calypso SA, Socom Infratirea);

· associations and lohn contracts in the ready-made-clothes industry (Calypso SA, Socom Infratirea )

With the reference to the ship building and repair sector, the reorganizing project of Constanta Shipyard provides the following investments opportunities:

· acquiring  some multi-process welding equipment, automate welding oxigas outflow;

· acquiring environmental protection equipment (anti-pollution locks for water area protection);

· building a hall for sand-blasting and painting;

· acquiring   measurement devices for the equipment and installations;

For chemical and petrochemical industry, the following business opportunities are in view:

· Rompetrol Rafinare SA if the beneficiary of several grants from The The United States Agency for Commerce and Development USTDA, for drawing up the feasibility studies in view of finalizing projects in the field of development and environmental protection;

· Rompetrol Rafinare SA is interested in attracting investors on Petromidia  industrial platform (the future industrial park); attracting financing sources for modernizing the cleanning station of waste waters;

· Rompetrol Rafinare SA is interested in obtaining financing for nero technologies, necessary to the treatment of waste soda ash, in view of eliminating the sulphur and phenol components;

Through the Local Development Agency Navodari, Rompetrol Industrial Park will be establish, which will cover a surface of 50 acres from the industrial platform of “Rompetrol Rafinare”. 

The legal framework for such an initiative is supplied by Government Ordinance no.65/2001, as to establishing and carrying out the industrial parks, as approved and modified by Law no.490/2002.

The package of services and facilities that are to be supplied by the industrial park:

· financial and banking packages for the companies carrying on their activity inside the Park ;

· complete package of services for the companies carrying on their activity inside the Park ;

· banking services (via Raiffeissen Bank);

· medical care services;

· security services (by Global Security);

· human resources (Smartree);

· internet, courier , catering, cleaning;

· advisory services ( by Navodari Development Agency);

· utilities (water, steam, electric power, gas) ;

· sewerage waters treatment ;

· ecological and environmental services (by Ecomaster);

· maintenance and industrial services (by Rominsery);

· transport and logistics (by Rompetrol Logistic);

· raw materials for the companies performing their activity in petrochemistry -related services ;

· manufacture places : 20,000 sqm;

· building sites : 50 ha;

· labour force available in the area.

In Mangalia city the Local City Council in co-operation with the Romanian Chamber of Commerce and Industry, the “Black Sea” Romanian Business Center and ROMEXPO Bucharest set up an agreement for the administration of an industrial park with a total surface of 13 acres, in southern part of the city.

The industrial park will provide manufacture and office places, utilities and all business facilities.   

5.  BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS OF THE URBAN INFRASTRUCTURE
The concept of economic development pinpoints the strategic direction of the regional development program.

· rehabilitation, modernizing  and development of the transport infrastructure to improve the passengers'  safety and comfort. Transport's efficiency  by: maintenance and repair works of the  regional roads, already existent; traffic safety works; bridges and passages repair works; rebuilding of asphalt covers; increasing the traffic capacity; building new passages; improving the roads in the tourist area, as well as development of the agricultural road network;

· Mihail Kogalniceanu International Airport intends to develop 2 projects: "Terminal Cargo" and "Modernizing and Echologization - wastes  incinerator "; - their financing is still not cleared;

· carrying out  consolidation works  of the Black Sea  cliff alongside the Black Sea Coast (during the first stage  in Mamaia,, Eforie Nord, Eforie Sud), as well as fitting green spaces ;

· continuation of the objective “achieving distribution of the natural gases in Constanta county;

· rehabilitation and retechnologization of Constanta Nord waste water cleansing station - UE financing / IPSA project, 56,000 mill EURO; deadline: 2005;

· up-grading  and retechnologizing  of waste water cleansing  stations, pumping mains of the waste water, sewerage networks in Constanta county- Phare/BERD financing, 96.5 mill EURO; deadline : 2005;

· modernizing the drinking water and sewerage networks, as well as their extension especially to the rural places  lacking these facilities;
·  modernizing and developing the urban passenger transport network, vehicle park renewal;

· modernizing the telecommunication system by increasing the individuals' access to post and telecommunications services, telephone fitting of the places  covering a population over 1,000 inhabitants, utilizing proper IT systems , both with the county's public services, as well as local public administration authorities;

· extension of the electric network in Ovidiu town; financing sources: Energetic System Special Development Fund;

· establishing new health-care centers in Constanta county, as well as improvement of the village  health care units, setting up and development of "home medical care network ", attracting foreign partners in view of twinning to various medical units in the county;

· modernizing the sport-recreation network in Constanta county, nautical sports and bowling centers, pleasure grounds, tennis and  mini-golf  grounds;

· beach consolidation and arrangement , protection against beach erosion ;

· performing a program for environment protection, as well as ecological balance restoring the provisions of the International Environmental Convention and for conformity with the standards of the European Union.
